TAXATION

Cyprus’ tax regime provides notable tax incentives for the set up and operation of funds.

These provisions include:

Fund Taxation

12,5% corporate tax rate - among the low-
est in the EU

Gains from trading in securities are tax ex-
empt

Notional Interest Deduction (NID) for new
equity may reduce taxable base for inter-
est received by up to 80% (for company
type funds) reducing the effective tax on
interest to 2,5%

Excluded from tax are dividends received,
capital gains arising from sale of property
abroad, capital gains from sale of shares of
foreign property companies

No subscription tax on the net assets of the
fund

Fund management services are not sub-
ject to VAT

Each compartment of an AlF, although le-
gally is not treated as a separate entity, for
tax purposes is treated as a separate tax-
payer

AlFs having the form of an investment
company, can take advantage of the wide
double tax treaty network of Cyprus

Depending on the legal form of the fund,
an AIF may be transparent for tax purposes

Based on the current Cyprus tax legisla-
tion, no permanent establishment is
deemed to arise in Cyprus in the following
cases of:

i. Non-Cyprus resident investors invest-
ing into Cyprus tax-transparent in-
vestment funds; or

ii. Non-Cyprus investment funds man-
aged from Cyprus.

* Provided that the fund does not hold, either directly or
indirectly, immovable property located in Cyprus. How-
ever, even if it owns immovable property in Cyprus, no
capital gains tax arises if the fund is listed on a recog-
nised stock exchange.




AIFS AT A GLANCE

Cyprus offers an attractive range of regulated and unregulated structures suitable for both profes-
sional and non -professional investors, including common funds; variable or fixed capital investment
companies; and limited partnerships.

The country offers two fund options that are compliant with the Alternative Investment Fund Man-
agers Directive, offering EU -wide distribution:

1) Alternative Investment Fund (AIF) with either Unlimited Number of Persons or Limited Number
of Persons; and
2) Registered Alternative Investment Fund (RAIF).

CHARACTERISTICS OF A RAIF

@ No requirement for direct authorisation by the Cyprus Securities & Exchange Commission (CySec).
Control is performed at the level of a licensed management company (AIFM).
@ No minimum capital requirement, but a minimum investment of EUR 500,000
per compartment must be realised within the first year.
@ Addressed to professional and/or well-informed investors.
@ May be structured either as common fund, an investment company with variable
or fixed capital or as a limited partnership; can be open-ended or close-ended.
@ Mandatory appointment of a local depositary.
@ The RAI Fs profits are subject to corporate tax (12.5%).
@ No withholding tax on dividend/interest payments for non-Cyprus tax resident, investors.
@ Tax- exempt profits from dividends/security sales

@ No Cyprus stamp duty on any subscription, redemption, conversion, or transfer of units

WHAT IS A RAIF

A Registered Alternative Investment Fund (RAIF) is a new and innovative fund

vehicle launched in July 2018.

It is a flexible, multi-purpose alternative investment fund that can be marketed quickly
and is more effective in setting up from a cost, timing, and capital requirement perspective.
It is regulated through its respective manager, under the Alternative Investment Fund Manager

(AIFM) Directive.

A Cyprus RAIF has no limitation on the number of investors and doesn't require minimum share capital.

It can operate as an open or close-ended fund and can follow any strategy and invest in any type of assets.

RAIF organized with Umbrella Scheme: Each investment compartment is considered as a separate AlF

for the purposes of its investment strategy.
